Project Proposal: Producing a Campaign Video

In order to have access to the technologies made available to you (computer hardware and software, printer, scanner, digital camera, tape recorder, digital video recorder, etc.), you must submit a descriptive proposal for your Campaign Video project.   Proposals should include the following:

· Analysis of the topic with documented support (2 pages)

· General description of the project (1 page)

· Analysis of targeted audience for the project (1 page)

Your proposal will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

· You take a creative and innovative approach toward the subject matter.

· You carefully consider the project's scope.

· You articulate a logical relationship between the subject matter and the

     intended audience.

· You use clear, descriptive prose in your proposal.

· You carefully prepare and present the final proposal.

Final Reflection

To turn in with your final Campaign Video on December 5, you will compose a reflective piece in which you describe your process of working with nonfiction digital media texts.  I am interested in your overall experience with the course content and also your process of creating digital media texts--your production work.  This piece should be created in such a way that it enhances your audience's understanding of the project as well as my assessment of your project. Think "artist's statement." This, too, must be included in a digital format with your final materials.  A Word file is completely acceptable.
